COLLECT FOR THE WEEK 

Loving Creator, calm us when we feel pulled 

between our concerns for the future 

and living in your realm today. 

Stir us to invest our hearts, minds, and souls in your ways, 

rather than in our possessions;  for Christ’s sake.  Amen 

The greedy farmer in this week‟s gospel built bigger and bigger barns to  
contain the huge harvest that he had achieved.  We in the 21st century can get 
caught up in the same process, so the gospel could speak to us about the 
Western tendency to be always desiring more and better possessions,  
measuring our success by our material wealth and comfort.  Bill Loader has 
some very wise words to share this week as he reflects on the gospel (check 
out his website if you like: http://wwwstaff.murdoch.edu.au/~loader/).  He 
says:  There is a deep human anxiety about being worthwhile which 

reaches to the heart of the self.  Many products are designed to  
sedate that fear.  As Christ-people we are to help others see (and to realise 
ourselves!!) that blindly building bigger barns or bigger wardrobes,  
possessing fancier gadgets, sporting flashier cars does not bring peace.  Only 
in a life lived towards God, a life participating in God‟s life, brings real 
peace.  That will be a peace that weeps, knows anguish, sometimes does not 
know and does not have answers, but it is a peace that keeps believing in the 
worth God wants us to have and wants us to give and reflect in our  
interaction with others.    (JM)

Readings for 1st August 2010 

ECCLESIASTES 1:2, 12-14; 2:18-23 
1:2Vanity of vanities, says the Teacher, 
vanity of vanities!  All is vanity. 
1:12I, the Teacher, when king over Israel 
in Jerusalem, 1:13applied my mind to 
seek and to search out by wisdom all 
that is done under heaven; it is an  
unhappy business that God has given to 
human beings to be busy with.  1:14I saw 
all the deeds that are done under the 
sun; and see, all is vanity and a chasing 
after wind.  2:18I hated all my toil in 
which I had toiled under the sun, seeing 
that I must leave it to those who come 
after me 2:19 - and who knows whether 
they will be wise or foolish?  Yet they 
will be master of all for which I toiled 
and used my wisdom under the sun.  
This also is vanity.  2:20So I turned and 
gave my heart up to despair concerning 
all the toil of my labours under the sun, 
2:21because sometimes one who has 
toiled with wisdom and knowledge and 
skill must leave all to be enjoyed by  
another who did not toil for it.  This al-
so is vanity and a great evil.  2:22What 
do mortals get from all the toil and 
strain with which they toil under the 
sun?  2:23For all their days are full of 
pain, and their work is a vexation; even 
at night their minds do not rest.  This 
also is vanity. 

COLOSSIANS 3:1-11 
3:1So if you have been raised with 
Christ, seek the things that are above, 
where Christ is, seated at the right hand 
of God.  3:2Set your minds on things 
that are above, not on things that are on 
earth, 3:3for you have died, and your life 
is hidden with Christ in God.  3:4When 
Christ who is your life is revealed, then 
you also will be revealed with him in 
glory.  3:5Put to death, therefore,  
whatever in you is earthly: fornication, 
impurity, passion, evil desire, and greed 

(which is idolatry).  3:6On account of 
these the wrath of God is coming on 
those who are disobedient.  3:7These  
are the ways you also once followed, 
when you were living that life.  3:8But 
now you must get rid of all such  
things - anger, wrath, malice, slander, 
and abusive language from your mouth.  
3:9Do not lie to one another, seeing that 
you have stripped off the old self with 
its practices  3:10and have clothed  
yourselves with the new self, which is 
being renewed in knowledge according 
to the image of its creator.  3:11In that 
renewal there is no longer Greek and 
Jew, circumcised and uncircumcised, 
barbarian, Scythian, slave and free; but 
Christ is all and in all! 

LUKE 12:13-21  
12:13Someone in the crowd said to him, 
“Teacher, tell my brother to divide the 
family inheritance with me.”  12:14But 
he said to him, “Friend, who set me to 
be a judge or arbitrator over you?”  
12:15And he said to them, “Take care!  
Be on your guard against all kinds of 
greed; for one‟s life does not consist in 
the abundance of possessions.”  
12:16Then he told them a parable: “The 
land of a rich man produced  
abundantly.  12:17And he thought to  
himself, „What should I do, for I have 
no place to store my crops?‟  12:18Then 
he said, „I will do this: I will pull down 
my barns and build larger ones, and 
there I will store all my grain and my 
goods.  12:19And I will say to my soul, 
„Soul, you have ample goods laid up for 
many years; relax, eat, drink, be merry.‟  
12:20But God said to him, „You fool! 
This very night your life is being  
demanded of you. And the things you 
have prepared, whose will they be?‟   
12:21So it is with those who store up 
treasures for themselves but are not rich 
toward God.”
